with the rest of the industry, operators
must have receipts of $51.00 per day. If
they only cat $30.00 per day they will only
receive an after tax benefit of $7.33 in
2010 or $8.00 in 2011+ (chacs less than
the 2006 TL2 amount). An operator must
realize the lunch bag letdown campaign
did not apply to their business. In fact as
T4 drivers got a tax DECREASE on
March 17, 2007 operators (nationally,
because of the October 2006 requirement

range between $6-8,000+.
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
